Bastrop Middle School’s daily schedule consists of the A/B block offeringuagegArts and
Mathematics daily. Science and Social Studies are offered on alternatardaghout the
school year. All core courses are scheduled for students for the entire sdrool y

Enrichment courses, commonly called electives, are offered to students in loa$ gfame
enrichment courses require prior instructor approval. Courses that requin@gtriactor
approval are band courses, Choir, and Gifted/Talented elective courses.

BMS also offers students that need additional academic support in preparation fatethe s
mandated tests referred to as the Texas Academic Knowledge and SK{IS)(ests.
Enrollment in these additional academic support classes is based on prior studemigoed on
previous TAKS scores and BISD Academic Target assessments. It is ow gaaktevery
student perform successfully on our required TAKS tests, and enrollment in thesmiacad
support classes is one of our initiatives to help prepare those students for thestieed
tests.

Students may request a change in course selections for the Fall ‘08 semastendp@gth the

first ten instructional days of each semester. Fall semester schbdalges may be requested

from Monday, August 25, 2008 through Monday, September 8, 2008. Spring semester schedule
changes may be requested from Tuesday, January 6, 2009 through Monday, January 19, 2009.
Students requesting changes will be required to turn in a schedule requestthoanparent

signature to the counseling center. These changes will be granted providesl éveikable

space in the requested course and a parent or guardian’s signature is on ftdéamue

Changes due to scheduling errors oniyay be requested. This, however, does not include
requesting specific teachers or specific class periods to be witddri®ther changes require
principal approval.
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The Advanced Placement Program

What are Pre AP Courses?

The Pre-Advanced Placement (AP) Program allows motivated students the opptotunit
prepare for college-level studies while they are still in middle school.n\&toelents enroll in

AP courses in High School, they may receive college credit, from thousands o¢saltely
universities that participate in the Advanced Placement Program. Approxirha@00 high
schools in the United States, Canada and overseas teach AP courses and offerlthe annua
examinations. About 2,900 colleges and universities grant credit and advanced placement to
entering students whose AP grades meet their requirements.

Pre-AP courses make substantial academic demands on students. Most coarkdkyaar in
length. Students are required to do considerable outside reading and completee or two
semesters in their entirety. Students will no longer have a six weeksndow to consider
dropping the course. Pre AP and AP courses can be dropped at semestelyar with the
first 10 days of each semesterStudents who enroll in the AP courses are expected to take
the advanced placement examAssignments that will demonstrate the analytical skills and
writing abilities are expected of first-year students in a college prog&udents who
successfully complete Pre-AP courses in middle school receive the follonpogiamt benefits:

Pre-requisite skills necessary for potential success in AP courses dghingchool

College credit for courses and examinations successfully taken in high school
Exemption from some introductory college courses, thus permitting students to move
more quickly into advanced classes

Motivation to attempt more challenging courses in high school and college

The opportunity to develop in a high school environment, the study skills and habits they

Reduction of college costs and time to obtain a degree

Additionally, when Pre-AP students reach college, they typically take additiomases in the
academic areas of their AP courses. They also tend to achieve highgp@rdadeerages, earn
double majors, and go on to graduate at a rate double that of their non-AP peenrgpoShese
to college-level courses while in middle school strengthens studentsbsétience, enabling
them to meet the demands of college.

Pre-AP Courses are offered to seventh and eighth graders. Pre-AP courses firemot
appropriate development at each grade level of the reading and study skillsdégusuccess
in AP coursesLike the AP courses, Pre-AP courses are academically enriched atoh
grade level and require each semester completed in its entiretyPre-AP courses challenge
students to develop their analytical and critical thinking abilities.

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Academically challenged students receive additional support through th& soecation
department and may be enrolled in courses to address their specific learningsristdsnained
by the Admission, Review and Dismissal (ARD) meetings.

As outlined in the BISD Board Policy EIE, promotion to the next grade level shiadideel on
an overall average of 70 on a scale of 100 based on course-level, grade heleetistar exas
Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS) for all subject areas and a gfatD or above in three
of the following areas: language arts, mathematics, science, andssodiat.
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LANGUAGE ARTS 7 & 8

LANGUAGE ARTS REGULAR

Grades offered: 7 and 8

Length: One Year Course

Scheduled: One period on both A & B days

Language Arts classes at Bastrop Middle School are offered everydag AfBtblock. These
core classes teach traditional grammar and mechanics (spellinglizapita, and punctuation),
which are applied in the writing process. Composition techniques are practigetl as
research paper content and form. All basic reading skills are taughtausamigty of sources,
such as literature textbooks, novels, magazines, and newspapers. All TAKS objeetbifesds
for these grade levels are covered as well as TAKS test formatadfi#imiliarize students with
the state test forms.

LANGUAGE ARTS PRE-AP

Grades offered: 7 and 8

Length: One Year Course

Scheduled: One period on both A & B days

These courses are available to students who are self-motivated and willing restakesibility
for completing more challenging course work. This includes increased wooknat, special
projects each grading period, and regular book reports and/or analyses. Atpambsiseading
lists are provided. The focus on knowledge and skills necessary for successsPndat
Advanced Placement and Advanced Placement English courses is emphasized.

While all TAKS objectives are covered, these courses do not address TAK@atoneand do
not offer TAKS test format drills. Students who have not had success on previous TAKS
reading and writing tests are strongly encouraged to enroll in the requdantze arts class.

READING 180

Grades offered: 7 and 8

Length: One Year Course

Scheduled: One period on both A & B days

This course focuses on reading with a strong emphasis on TAKS readingvelje&tudents
are placed in this course based on unacceptable performance on the previous y&aitestA
Students not successful on eithBrgeade or # grade TAKS reading state mandated testing
shall be enrolled in this course in lieu of one enrichment elective. This classipetves
enrichment electives within the instructional day.

Grades offered: 7

Length: One Year Course

Scheduled: One period on both A and B days

emphasized throughout the year. Pre-algebra skills are introduced.

MATH-7 Pre-AP

Grades offered: 7

Length: One Year Course

Scheduled: One period on both A and B days

This course provides for the use of problem-solving approaches to understand and§tactice
grade mathematical concepts. Major emphasis is placed on solving algghediores with
whole numbers, decimal, fractions, and integers. Testing strategies and pepardhe

TAKS test are continually practiced throughout the year. Successfpletion of this course is
highly recommended before taking Algebra in tﬁ‘egBade.

MATH-8 Pre-Algebra

Grades offered: 8

Length: One Year Course

Scheduled: One period on both A and B days

This course provides for the use of problem-solving approaches to understand and practice
regular mathematical concepts. TAKS preparation is emphasized throtighgetar and pre-
algebra concepts are covered in-depth.

MATH COMP

Grades offered: 8

Length: One Year Course

Scheduled: One period on either A or B days

Math comp is a course designed to assist students that need additional masrermppod to
prepare for the'8grade TAKS test. Emphasis is placed on the TAKS mathematics objectives.
Students not successful ofi grade TAKS math state mandated testing shall be enrolled in this
course in lieu of one enrichment elective.

Length: One Year Course

Scheduled: One period on both A and B days

This course is designed to gikiEh school state graduation credit for Algebra | The
following topics will be covered: brief and condensed review of pre-algebraptence
simplifying expressions, solving multiple-step single variable equatsmhgng and graphing 2-
variable equations/functions. Each topic will include real world applications.T&tes
Instrument (TI) graphics calculator will be used for many topics duringegbend semester.
Recommended prerequisites include: passing score on diagnostic test, sucoegdftion of
7" grade Pre-AP math and teacher approval. Students not attending B§radéts and not
enrolled in a Pre-AP mathematics class must score a passing grade aglostd test.

Length: One Year Course

Grades offered: 7 & 8

Length: One Semester Course offered in both the fall and spring
Scheduled: One period on either A or B days

the present. Be prepared to view and discuss music, art and architecture anticdake pol
circumstances which birthed them. [What do Mozart and Evanescence have in common?] The

Grades offered: 7 & 8

DIGITAL GRAPHICS & ANIMATION

Grades Offered: 8

Length: One Semester Course offered in both the fall and spring
Scheduled: One period on either A or B days

and terminology applicable to graphic design. Students will use the computef$as#s to
product and edit digital design projects.

INTRODUCTION TO COMPUTER PROGRAMMING

Grades Offered: 8

Length: One Semester Course offered in both the fall and spring
Scheduled: One period on either A or B days

Students in this one semester course are introduced to programming concepts amd proble

solving using a fun 3D language call&lice that uses a drag and drop interface. Students will
create their own interactive stories, animations, games, music and art.
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VIDEO TECHNOLOGY

Grades Offered: 8

Length: One Year Course

Scheduled: One period on either A or B days

high school graduation credit. Although this is not recommended, students wishing to pursue a
career in the broadcast/media industry may want to consider this option.

COMMUNICATION APPLICTIONS

Grades Offered: 8

Length: One Semester Course

Scheduled: One period on either A or B days

This course is designed to givehigh school state graduation credit for Communication
Applications. This course will examine the communication process from various aspects such as
verbal and non-verbal communication, listening, one-to-one communication, and group
communication. Students will be expected to identify, analyze, develop and evaluate
communication skills needed for success in interpersonal situations, group iotes,aatid

general presentations. Students can expect to develop self-confidence wharyspehto

improve on through and organizational skills.
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HEALTH-7

Grades Offered: 7

Length: One Semester Course

Scheduled: One period on either A or B days

Length: One Semester Course

practices and habits that will contribute to personal, family and communiti.h@apics

GIFTED/TALENTED CLASS-CREATIVITY

PALS

Grades Offered: 8

Length: One Year Course

Scheduled: One period on either A or B days

The PAL class is a service oriented class whose members are selenigtl thnomination,
application, and interview process. Once PAL students are selected, they undergo 38-40 hour
of initial training. This includes lessons on listening and communication skills, gyoapnits,

and decision-making and problem-solving skills. PAL students serve as ambagsadevs
students. They promote Veteran’s Day receptions, regular visits to ttreBiEsirsing Center,

and Caring Cubs. In addition, PAL class members serve as mentors for threapeell as
younger students. PAL students are asked to attend one training session duringrifeaswn

to participate in the regional PAL Conference held in Austin usually in Noveniiass size
